The secret door leads into the Duke’s bedroom.

The original stove was dismantled in 1938 and transferred to the Latvian Ethnographic Open Air Museum. It was reinstalled from an old photograph in 1990.

The room was opened to the public on 24th May 2008. 

Renovation of polychrome and silvering as well as reconstruction of wall panels was sponsored by Boris Teterev.
